c. Fletcher authorized taking of Fox to foreign jurisdiction by Jacksonville Police

d. Assaulted by Jacksonville Police

13. Fox arrested on Fletcher warrant on 23rd January 2009, court appearance

a. Charged with tampering for conclusions in tort letter

b. Fletcher issued warrant

c. Refused to hold examining trial

d. Remanded Fox to Jacksonville Police custody on felony charge

e. Fox taken to foreign jurisdiction and assaulted by Jacksonville police

14. Baugh released without extradition warrant on 15 February 2009
15. Baugh arrested 23rd March 2009 after filing criminal charges 

a. Accused of tampering with a government document for filing a criminal complaint alleging crimes by Fletcher and police

b. Acts in retaliation for Baugh’s testimony 

16. Baugh no billed by grand jury and released 28th March 2009 

17. City official denied Baugh access to private property demanding certificate of occupancy

18. Barratry against Fox dropped 

19. Trial held on 29th April 2009 on fail to identify

a. Threatened by Daniel

b. Taunted by Page
