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JUDGE, CLARK COUNTY JUSTICE COURT, LAS VEGAS TOWNSHIP
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EQUALITY UNDER THE LAW IS PARAMOUNT AND MANDATORY BY LAW
The undersigned, hereafter Affiant, a natural woman, a living breathing soul, a sovereign in correct capacity as beneficiary to the Original Jurisdiction, being of majority in age, having a sound mind, competent to testify, a self-realized entity, a free woman upon the land, my yes be yes, my no be no, do state that the truths and facts herein are of firsthand knowledge, true, correct, complete, certain and not misleading, so help me God.

1. Affiant is of majority in age, has a sound mind and is competent to testify.

2. Affiant states that the facts herein are of first-hand personal knowledge.

3. Affiant states that Jaclyn Marie DeSantis has no prior arrests, and no history of violence or misconduct of any kind.

4. Affiant states that on December 9, 2008 Jaclyn Marie DeSantis entered the Mandalay Bay Hotel and Casino as a patron and a tourist to the THE CITY OF LAS VEGAS for the first time in affiant’s life, paid for entry for affiant and partner to the Mandalay Bay “Ice Bar”, and then proceeded downstairs to play the slot machines.

5. Affiant states that when moving from one slot machine to another, Jaclyn DeSantis witnessed, in the middle of the casino floor, a young woman who affiant had never seen before, being lifted into the air and thrown onto the ground with a loud thud by a group of uniformed men.  The woman offered no resistance as she screamed, “Get off of me! Get them off of me!!” two uniformed men proceeded to hold the young woman onto the ground, pushing her face into the floor, as she continued to scream “Get them off of me!”

6. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis heard affiant’s companion, Aristide Jamon, say to Jaclyn DeSantis “Look! Those men are abusing that woman!” as Jaclyn DeSantis noticed more casino patrons gathering to watch the horrific scene.

7. Affiant states that Jaclyn Marie DeSantis made no comment and offered no intrusion into the uniformed mens’ business with the woman who was being held to the floor.  

8. Affiant states that after the uniformed men dragged the young woman out of sight, Jaclyn DeSantis, returned to playing the slot machines, as was Jaclyn DeSantis prior to this incident.

9. Affiant states that approximately 30 minutes after the witnessing of the incident described above, while playing a slot machine in the casino, Jaclyn DeSantis was approached by a group of uniformed men who demanded to see identification.

10. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis immediately supplied the uniformed men with proper identification per request.

11. Affiant states that Officer R. Best, after collecting the I.D. of Jaclyn DeSantis, demanded that affiant follow him into a back room, inside of the casino.

12. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis fully complied along with affiant’s partner, Aristide Jamon, both following Officer R. Best and the other uniformed men into the back room, offering no resistance.

13. Affiant states that when Jaclyn DeSantis entered the back room of the Mandalay Bay Casino, Jaclyn DeSantis saw a young woman tied to a chair, by her hands and feet, surrounded by a group of approximately 10 men in uniform.

14.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis recognized the young woman tied to the chair in the back room as the same woman who affiant saw being thrown to the ground on the casino floor earlier.

15.  Affiant states that Officer R. Best took Jaclyn DeSantis into the opposite corner of the back room to where they brought affiant’s companion, Aristide Jamon.

16.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis at this point became afraid for Jaclyn DeSantis’s own safety, and suddenly was unsure if the men in uniform were impersonating officers and security guards

17. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis asked repeatedly why affiant was being detained to which none of the uniformed men in the room would respond to any of Jaclyn DeSantis’ questions. 

18.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis asked to the room of uniformed men, “Are we here because my boyfriend tried to be a good Samaritan and stand up for this complete stranger?” pointing to the woman who was tied to the chair.

19. Affiant states that at the moment that Jaclyn DeSantis pointed to the woman tied to the chair, in one split second Officer R. Best and at least 5 other uniformed men attacked Jaclyn DeSantis, grabbed Jaclyn DeSantis’ right arm, twisting it behind affiant, with such force that it left multiple bruises (exhibit A) and then spun Jaclyn DeSantis around to face the wall. 

20.  Affiant states that at this time Jaclyn DeSantis yelled, “Why are you doing this?”, and tried to move affiant’s arm to relieve the pressure that Officer R. Best was now increasing with his grip upon affiant’s wrist. Affiant states a man in uniform whom affiant could not see say in a quieter tone into affiant’s ear, “Now you’re resisting arrest.” Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis asked again, why they were placing affiant under arrest and asked them to lighten they’re grip because it felt like they were seriously hurting affiant’s arm, to which Officer R. Best squeezed Jaclyn DeSantis’ wrists and fingers together even harder, increasing the pressure so much that hospital staff later x-rayed the left hand for suspected scaphoid bone fracture (exhibit B), to which Jaclyn DeSantis flailed and kicked in pain. 

21. Affiant states that Officer R. Best then said to Jaclyn DeSantis, “That’s Battery of an Officer”. 

22. Affiant states that Officer R. Best then lifted affiant up by the right shoulder of affiant’s shirt, ripping the garment (Exhibit C), and tossing affiant about “like a rag doll” before throwing her onto the ground.

23. Affiant states that at this time about 7 other uniformed men attacked Jaclyn DeSantis, who offered no resistance, with such force that Jaclyn DeSantis, who weighs 115 lbs. and stands 5’4”, blacked out. 

24. Affiant states that as Jaclyn DeSantis came to, Officer R. Best handcuffed affiant’s wrists, and tied Jaclyn DeSantis’ feet together with zip ties, as he called Jaclyn DeSantis a “fucking animal.”

25. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis sustained numerous bruises from this attack, which were recorded, photographed, and X-Rayed by Dr. Robin Kaminsky, M.D., at St. John’s hospital on December 12, 2008, where affiant was given a thumb spica brace for fracture of the carpal navicular bone (exhibit B, C, and, D).

26.  Affiant states that no officer read Miranda Rights to Jaclyn DeSantis.

27. Affiant states that police officers carried Jaclyn DeSantis, who could not walk, out the back door of the back room of the Mandalay Bay Hotel and Casino to a parking lot, whereupon they placed Jaclyn DeSantis in a patrol car.  Affiant states after about 20 minutes in the patrol car, a Mandalay Bay Casino security officer stuck her head in the window and read Jaclyn DeSantis a document, which accused the affiant of trespassing on property of Mandalay Bay Hotel and Casino.

28.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis has multiple receipts from the Mandalay Bay Casino and Hotel proving legal patronage.

29.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis was taken to and booked at the Clark County Detention center (“the Detention Center”), whereupon all of the affiant’s warm clothes were taken away and replaced with sandals, a short skirt and a short sleeve T-shirt, all issued by the prison guards at Clark County Detention Center.

30.  Affiant states that due to the extremely cold temperature of the detention center, Jaclyn DeSantis asked prison guards politely if affiant could either keep affiant’s warmer garments, as the other prisoner’s were allowed to do, or be issued the Clark County Detention Center uniform pants, as Jaclyn DeSantis had seen other prisoners wearing. To this request, affiant was denied and yelled at by guards.

31.  Affiant states that while being processed at the Clark County Detention Center, Jaclyn DeSantis was advised by a clerk named Tracey that if the bail amount of $4,400.00 was paid in full, in cash, in person, by other persons, that affiant would be released in 4 to 6 hours, as opposed to going through a bail bondsmen, wherein the affiant would not be released for another 24 to 48 hours.

32.  Affiant states that Aristide Jamon, posted $4,400.00 bail for Jaclyn DeSantis, in cash, in person on December 9, 2008 at 11:10 AM, and that affiant has receipt issued by court as proof.

33. Affiant states that $4,400.00 was paid for bail for 4 charges, 9904 BATTERY ON A PO / 200.481-2c / $1000.00, 4804 RESISTING ARREST / 199.280 / $200.00, 4808 OBSTRUCTION / 197.190 / $200.00, 4807 BATTERY ON A PO / 200.481-2F / $3000.00. By way of “probable cause”.

34. Affiant states that upon the release of Jaclyn DeSantis, only 3 charges appeared on the official court receipt, BATT. BY PRISONER; BATT. ON PO/SCHOOL EMLPOYEE; RESIST PO-NO WPN.

35.  Affiant states that when Jaclyn DeSantis received a medical evaluation at the detention center, affiant refused to take an injection that was said to be a “standard issued Tuberculosis test” that is given to all prisoners by the nurse, because it conflicted with the beliefs of Jaclyn DeSantis, and affiant was terrified and unsure about what the injection actually was.

36.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis has a perfect bill of health, has no history of illness or disease, is not on any prescription drugs, exercises regularly, eats healthy, and practices impeccable hygiene.

37.  Affiant states that when speaking with other prisoners at the Clark County Detention Center who had been booked in the day’s prior, affiant learned that prisoners booked on other days did not have to take a “TB injection” as part of standard med evaluation procedure.

38.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to wear a mask and sit in the same chair, in the corner of the second processing room of the Clark County Detention Center, for more than 24 hours after affiant’s bail was posted.

39. Affiant states that prison guards called affiant “the retard” and pretended to “cough” on affiant saying Jaclyn DeSantis was “diseased”.

40.  Affiant states that during the 24+ hours that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to remain sitting in the same chair in the processing room wearing the mask, affiant was denied the right to drink from the water fountain, at times, being told by the prison guards that affiant would “infect the fountain”.

41.  Affiant states that when affiant asked for a cup, Jaclyn DeSantis was told by prison guards that the detention center did not have cups for use, and that affiant could not drink water from the fountain for “fear of contamination”.

42.  Affiant states that during the 24+ hours that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to remain in the same chair in the processing room wearing the mask, affiant was also denied, at times, the use of the phone, being told that affiant would “infect the telephones”. 

43.  Affiant states that during the 24+ hours that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to remain in the same chair in the processing room wearing the mask, affiant was also denied, at times, the use of the bathroom.

44. Affiant states that during the 24+ hours that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to remain in the same chair in the processing room wearing the mask, affiant was yelled at by guards any time Jaclyn DeSantis tried to stretch out legs, or put arms inside of the issued short sleeved T-shirt in attempt to keep warm.

45. Affiant states that during the 24+ hours that Jaclyn DeSantis was forced to remain in the same chair in the processing room wearing the mask, Jaclyn DeSantis watched the guards deny one woman prisoner aspirin who complained of debilitating headaches due to a brain tumor for 9 hours, continually telling the woman that she “was lying” about her medical condition as the woman continued to cry and plead for aspirin. Jaclyn DeSantis also saw the guards deny another, elderly and handicapped woman prisoner help walking to the water fountain, then told her there were no cups for her to use and also told her that she “was lying” about her medical condition, as she continued to cry and plead for help. 

46.  Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis also watched the prison guards at Clark County Detention Center tell another woman prisoner that she “was lying” and told her to “stop worrying her cell mates” when she panted and cried that “she was hyperventilating” due to the overcrowding of her cell, as well as deny two different prisoners who claimed they did not speak English a translator, saying that they too, “were lying” about their disability.

47. Affiant states that Jaclyn DeSantis repeatedly asked permission to use the phone, about 10 times, to notify affiant’s agent that affiant would be missing on that day an important audition for the lead role in 13 episodes of the series DEFYING GRAVITY, written by James Parriott, produced by Fox Television Studios, executive producers James Parriott (GREYS ANATOMY) and Michael Edelstein (DESPERATE HOUSEWIVES) (Exhibit E).

48.  Affiant states that due to the refusal of Jaclyn DeSantis’ right to use the lavatory at certain times by prison guards, the feminine hygiene product that affiant was using at that time for menstruation could not be removed.

49.  Affiant states that when Jaclyn DeSantis was to be strip searched in private by a female prison guard, affiant privately and quietly informed the female guard of affiant’s need to remove the feminine hygiene product, to which the female guard responded by announcing to the entire two processing rooms 1 & 2, filled with male officers, guards, and prisoners “I was supposed to be off an hour ago, I can’t believe I have to deal with this disgusting piece of shit”, and continued to inform the crowd of affiant’s unpleasant, and very personal situation..

50. Affiant states that when Jaclyn DeSantis was moved to a “biohazard room”, more than 24 hours after affiant’s bail was posted, Jaclyn DeSantis was then forced to disinfect the room by hand, which, affiant was told by one prison guard, was previously inhabited by a man with a terrible infection that was neither cured nor diagnosed.

51.  Affiant states that during the 35 hours after the medical evaluation in the Detention Center, about once every hour a different nurse or guard approached affiant with a syringe, and attempted to convince Jaclyn DeSantis to accept an injection. Each person who tried to convince affiant to accept the syringe gave a different reply as to what the injection actually contained when asked by Jaclyn DeSantis. One male detention center nurse who tried to convince Jaclyn DeSantis to take the shot said,  “It’s up to you how fast you get out of here” Others also implied that Jaclyn DeSantis’ acceptance or refusal to take the shot determined how fast or slow Jaclyn DeSantis was to be released.

52.  Affiant states that besides the physical injuries sustained (Exhibits A, B, C) Jaclyn DeSantis has also suffered severe trauma and distress from the incidents described, leaving affiant with post traumatic stress disorder and insomnia (Exhibit F).

53.  Affiant states that Officer R. Best and Deputy Chief Leroy Kirkegard has knowingly violated their Oath of Office they swore to and has committed aggravated assault on Affiant, has performed kidnapping, has conspired with others to deprive Affiant of rights thereby committing treason and exposing Officer R. Best and Deputy Chief Leroy Kirkegard to the consequences of criminal penalties.
54. Affiant states that on February 11, 2009 at 08:00 AM Jaclyn DeSantis is required to appear in the CLARK COUNTY JUSTICE COURT, in front of the honorable Judge Diana Sullivan, regarding the above mentioned charges (court case #08F25652X) wherein affiant expects Judge Diana Sulivan to honor the oath of office she swore to support, protect and defend the Constitution of the United States of America and the rights of affiant.

55.  Affiant states no man in this country is so high that he is above the law, no officer of the law may break the law with impunity, all officers of the government, from the lowest to the highest are creatures of the law and are bound to obey it, therefore I hereby accept Officer R. Best’s, Deputy Chief Leroy Kirkegard’s, and Judge Diana Sullivan’s oath of office as an open and binding offer of contract to form a firm and binding contract between you and me in which you agree to perform all your promises and uphold all of my rights as you swore, So Help me God!
56.   Affiant states that since being appointed public defender Abigail Parolise in Clark County Court by Judge Phillip Dabney on May 5, 2009, affiant has made numerous requests to Ms. Parolise to provide affiant with the police report  that Ms. Parolise had in court with her on this date, as it is the right of affiant to be provided with all discovery regarding this case under Nevada revised statute 171.197.
57.  Affiant states that appointed public defender Abigail Parolise has not, after repeated attempts by affiant to obtain this police report, provided Jaclyn DeSantis with this document.
