I, Randall D. Kelton, being duly sworn, do state upon my oath that I have personal knowledge I have good reason to believe and do believe based upon the following information: 

On July 23, 2001,  I presented to Judge Hudman, in open Court, the attached set of criminal complaints.  

In matters of this type, Article 17.30 Texas Code of Criminal Procedure is controlling: 

Art. 17.30. [296] [347] [335] Shall certify proceedings

     The magistrate, before whom an examination has taken place upon a criminal accusation, shall certify to all the proceedings had before him, as well as where he discharges, holds to bail or commits, and transmit them, sealed up, to the court before which the defendant may be tried, writing his name across the seals of the envelope. The voluntary statement of the defendant, the testimony, bail bonds, and every other proceeding in the case, shall be thus delivered to the clerk of the proper court, without delay.

Judge Hudman, had the complaints returned to me by Court Clerk, Angela Winkle, with the attached letter directing the complaints to the District Attorney.  Under no circumstances in law are complaints directed to the District Attorney.  Complaints are directed to “some magistrate” and Judge Hudman is a magistrate.  By his refusal to act in accordance the the primary authority of law cited above, he effectively dismissed the prosecution initiated by my complaint. 

As Judge Hudman did not have original jurisdiction over the allegations, he had no authority to dismiss the prosecution.  Therefore, his act was in impersonation of a judicial officer who would have jurisdiction, in violation of Section 37.11 Texas Penal Code: 

Sec. 37.11.  Impersonating Public Servant.

(a  )A person commits an offense if he:

(1) Impersonates a public servant with intent to induce another to submit to his pretended official authority or to rely on his pretended official acts; or

(2)  knowingly purports to exercise any function of a public servant or of a public office, including that of a judge and court, and the position or office through which he purports to exercise a function of a public servant or public office has no lawful existence under the constitution or laws of this state or of the United States.

Judge Hudman, is personally culpable for his own acts,

7.01 Texas Penal Code, Parties to offenses:

(a) A person is criminally responsible as a party to an offense if the offense is committed by his own conduct, by the conduct of another for which he is criminally responsible, or by both.  

(b) Each party to an offense may be charged with commission of the offense.

(c) All traditional distinctions between accomplices and principals are abolished by this section, and each party to an offense maybe charged and convicted without alleging that he acted as a principal or accomplice.  

7.02 Texas Penal Code, Criminal responsibility for conduct of another:

(a) A person is criminally responsible for an offense committed by the conduct of another if:

a. having a legal duty to prevent commission of the offense and action with intent to promote or assist its commission, he fails to make a reasonable effort to prevent commission of the offense.

(b) If, in the attempt to carry a conspiracy to commit one felony, another felony is committed by one of the conspirators, all conspirators are guilty of the felony actually committed, thought having no intent to commit it, if the offense was committed in furtherance of the unlawful purpose and was one that should have been anticipated as a result of the carrying out of the conspiracy.  

in as much as he acted to in impersonation of a judicial officer, and I charge that heretofore, and before the making and filing of this complaint, on or before the 21 day of May, 2001, Judge Hudman, did then and there unlawfully and willfully violate  Section 37.11 Texas Penal Code, against the peace and dignity of the State.
