Factual Details of your complaint: 

On March 15, 2007 Complainant filed with the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals a Writ of Habeas Corpus toward the benefit of Danny Mark Shulz, who was being held in the Montgomery County Jail with no criminal charges filed against him.  In both the Federal and State Constitutions a writ of habeas corpus is rendered a writ of right.  In State Legislature, on passing the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, at Article 11.15 made the issuing of the writ mandatory with only a single exception:

Art. 11.15.  WRIT GRANTED WITHOUT 

DELAY.  The writ of habeas corpus shall be granted without delay by the judge or court receiving the petition, unless it be manifest from the petition itself, or some documents annexed to it, that the party is entitled to no relief whatever.

The Court, in its wisdom adopted a policy of simply refusing to accept a writ of habeas corpus unless the petitioner first asked the permission of the court by way of a Motion For Leave To File Writ.  In the instant cause, the Court did not deny the writ exactly, the Court denied me in my specific right to file the writ by denying the Motion For Leave To File Writ.  

That is the kind of maneuver one would expect from a sharp practicing shyster lawyer, not from the esteemed Judges of the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals.  Even the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals has only those powers specifically delegated to it and no power to usurp the Federal and State Constitutions has been bestowed upon the court or the Judges acting in its name.  Both Constitutions grant the writ as a writ of right and Texas law demands the writ be granted.  (Consider: what other court filing is specifically commanded to be granted by statute?)  

The Judges of the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals have conspired, one with another, to bestow upon themselves the right to grant or deny a Constitutional right at their caprice.  

I allege and assert, by this conscious and deliberate act, the Judges of the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals have conspired to interfere with the execution of a law.  It was the clear intent of our Founders and subsequent Legislators that the laws they pass be given full force and effect by the courts.  There has been no granting of legislative powers to the Judges of the Court of Criminal Appeals to circumvent the rights of citizens clearly stipulated by Constitution and Statute.

Not to bandy the term around lightly, but this act, this capricious denial of one of our most fundamental rights wars with the Constitution, usurps the powers of the Legislature, strips every citizen of one of the most basic checks to the balance of powers instituted specifically to check the power of the judiciary to act with disregard for the rule of law, and smacks of treason at its worst.  

At the very least, by this document it is made clear that the Judges of the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals have engaged in an ongoing conspiracy to violate laws relating to their office in acts of official oppression as defined by Section 30.03 Texas Penal Code, an allegation I do here specifically make before those of the Commission who are magistrates.  

By this document, duly attested, affirmed, and verified, I make it known to you that Judge Charles Holcomb, did then and there, violate Section 39,03 Texas Penal Code.
