I. the undersigned complainant being duly sworn state the following is true and correct to the best of my knowledge and belief.  On or about 8th day of July, 2008, in Broward County, in the Southern District of Florida defendant(s) did, (track statutory language)
Two unknown United States Marshalls did deny complainant in the full and free access to the right to petition for redress of grievance and the right to be free from unreasonable seizure.
in violation of Title 18 United States Code 242.  

I further state that I am  a free citizen, and that this complaint is based on the following facts: 

On the 8th day of July, 2008, complaint appeared at the magistrate court of Judge Rosenbaum in the Federal Courthouse in Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  Complainant was denied by the magistrate in his First Article right to a public court by being denied the opportunity to film the proceedings in the magistrate’s court.  
Upon leaving the courtroom, complainant was approached by two unidentified United States Marshalls, or at least two women wearing jackets with United States Marshall’s insignias on them.  The two persons physically prevented complainant from entering the United States Marshall’s office in order to file a complaint against the magistrate.  Complainant was physically taken into custody by defendants and forced to leave the building on specific threat of incarceration.
