On November 16, 2006, I went to the Johnson County Courts building while the grand jury was in deliberation, and asked the grand jury bailiff, when the grand jury came out of deliberations, to notify the foreman that I had business with the grand jury.  Shortly thereafter Xmxmxm Fry, and Lisa Wyatt, both assistant district attorneys, appeared in the lobby where I was waiting and Mr. Fry told me he would go see if the grand jury wanted to see me.  

I cautioned him against such behavior.  I had previously filed criminal allegations against the district attorney and those charges would have been one of the matters the grand jury was considering at the moment.  I insisted that, if anyone was to intrude on the grand jury,  it should be the bailiff, but Mr. Fry would not be dissuaded.  

Mr. Fry, being a member of the prosecutor’s office, would be compromise and should have made himself scarce.  Instead, without being summoned, he knocked on the grand jury room door, entered with Ms Wyatt, came out a few minutes later, and told me the grand jury did not want to see me.  

I was there with outrageous allegations against two district judges and a local attorney, a fact I had made known to the bailiff and to Mr. Fry.  Mr. Fry looked at my complaints before going into the grand jury room, so he was well aware that my mission was to make allegations against public officials.  

I have no idea what was said to the grand jury, but they subsequently refused to perform their sworn duty to examine into all criminal allegations that come to their knowledge.  They refused to hear the complaints I was there to present to them.
