I came before you on October 12, 2006, and made allegations against the Johnson County District Attorney, Dale Hana.  At that time, it is was late and you had just received my allegations and, clearly had no time to properly examine the rather extensive document I presented.  Before you meet to make a final determination, I ask that you convene a hearing to hear the full range of evidence I have in support of the allegation I made.  

I assure you, this was the least offensive allegation I could make.  There is more, much more, but this particular complaint could serve to repair the rest.
