REQUEST FOR APPOINTMENT OF PRIVATE PROSECUTOR

Now comes Randall D. Kelton, requestor in the above cause, and moves the court to appoint a private prosecutor for the purposes of representing the State of Texas relevant to allegations and assertions of wrongdoing made against public officials, for cause shown.  

ALLEGATIONS AGAINST PUBLIC OFFICIALS

Petitioner, in is request for a petition for a court of inquiry makes specific allegations of criminal wrongdoing by various public officials which include the district attorney for Johnson County.  

UNIQUE NATURE OF ALLEGATIONS REQUIRE SPECIAL CARE

Requestor, in his initial request has made allegations of wrongdoing by public officials in Johnson County, however, the very nature of the allegations made imply widespread abuse by officials which is not confined to Johnson County.  Therefore, requestor moves the court to appoint a private prosecutor.  

ALLEGATIONS OF STATEWIDE ABUSE

While requestor alleges specifically against Dale Hana in the instant cause, it should not be construed that requestor asserts that Mr. Hana has acted is some unique or unusual capacity.  It is, and will remain, the position of Requestor that Mr. Hana has merely implemented practices and procedures that are consistent across the state and therefore, most any person who is a current prosecutor or has past experience as a prosecutor will have a personal or professional stake in the outcome of the instant cause. 

DEFENSE COUNSEL IMPLICATED

Requestor is prepared to present evidence that, included in the allegations of wrong doing by public officials, defense counsel for the criminally accused are equally implicated.  As Article 2.03(b) places a duty on defense counsel, in their capacity as officers of the court, to insure a fair trial for the accused and the State, Requestor will demonstrate an abject failure by defense attorneys to protect their clients from the on-going criminal conspiracy Requestor alleges.  

PRIVATE PROSECUTOR

For reasons stated above, Requestor moves the court to appoint a qualified attorney who has no history of acting as a prosecuting attorney in Texas and who is not currently involved in the practice defending criminal clients.
