On June 13, 2003, I came to the Mansifield Jail in order to seek information about criminal complaints about individuals arrested without a warrant.  The receptionist reffered me to a Commander Bennitt.  He came out and I tried to find out where the criminal complaint an arresting officer submits to the magistrate, who does the probable cause hearing goes.  Commander Bennitt was short and aggressive, and surprisingly defensive.
