Cry Justice

My name is Randall Kelton and I am a radio talk show host here in Austin on We The People Radio Network.  My co-host, Deborah Stevens and I do an show on legal reform.  I have personally been investigating the Texas Criminal Justice System for almost 30 years and I can tell you for certain, it is a mess.  Most every step from arrest to trial, as presently practiced by the criminal justice system in Texas, and Travis County, is not only wrong, it is very specifically against particular law.  I fully understand the incredulous response such a pronouncement gets from those not fully informed.  Someone you never met, some nobody, comes along and tells you that everything the police, prosecutors, and judges have been doing for the last 20 years is horribly illegal and that is hard to take.  How could such a thing possibly be?  If what I am telling you is true then whatever comfort and security you may have in believing you are protected by the police and courts could well be an illusion.  We need to feel safe in this country we are so proud of, but what if that sense of security is false?  What if those officials we have put our trust in are not as trustworthy as we suppose, are willing to oppress us without consideration or remorse?  What then?  

I am prepared to demonstrate to you, with what an attorney would call “specificity and particularity,” how each step is presently practiced by the police and courts is very specifically against particular law, but that is not enough; it hasn’t been enough.  When I demonstrate to you that the police, as a matter policy, on every arrest, knowingly violate the clear mandate of law, you are not going to want to indict the police officer.  When I demonstrate how magistrates and prosecutors all follow a pattern of conduct carefully crafted to make their jobs easier at the expense of the public they are sworn to protect, you are not going to want to accept that you are just as vulnerable to the improper practices as the average, run-of-the-mill criminal.  You are not safe.  You are not protected.  You and I, and each and all of us are at threat from a system we have allowed to devolve into nothing less a police state.   

I apologize for approaching you this way, but I have tried everything else. Claire Brown, Ron Earl, the police, and courts have actively intervened in order to keep me from getting these allegations to you.  They all know full what they are doing is wrong, yet they persist.  They know what they are doing is ruining the criminal justice system, yet they persist.  How do you explain that?  How do you explain people who keep doing something they know is wrong in spite of everything.  Claire Brown actively interfered with me in order to stop me from giving criminal complaints against herself to you.  She brought someone with a gun to stop me from giving verified criminal complaints to you.  How do you explain that?  What on earth could be so important that she would not only risk her profession, her position, but also her very freedom in order to hide properly made criminal complaints from you?  Would she have had that woman with the pistol shoot me if I had not have backed down?  Why is she so afraid for you to examine into the allegations I have been making?  

I am not accusing anyone of acting maliciously, only that the way they have been trained to do their jobs is against the very clear mandate of law.  I am not trying to get anyone indicted, only trying to get my public officials to follow the same law they enforce.  Is that so much to ask that I could be shot for it?  I have come to you this way as trying to do it through official channels is getting too dangerous.  I am not asking you for anything other than for you to hear what I have to say, to look for yourself at what is happening.  You are the last hope.  If these officials have corrupted our grand juries, we are lost.  This police state that is developing will continue until there is nothing any of us can do.  Help me set things to right by setting aside a time to hear what I have to say.  You are the grand jury at the seat of government in Texas; you can change everything.  All we have to do is overcome this ongoing mental momentum.  You are the ones who can force these officials out of their routine so they have to take a fresh look at the policies they have been following without question.  No one need be harmed.  All will benefit.  

I know a number of police officers and not one of them thinks of himself as a jack-booted thug.  They are want to be the good guys, but I don’t know a single one who doesn’t hate the system they are thrust into.  They all know it is corrupt, but they can’t fix it.  I know prosecutors who quit the job because they could no longer live with themselves because of the way they were treating people.  Everyone is caught in this mess and it will take an outside influence to force them to stop and look at what they are doing.  I want nothing more.  I know if they are forced to defend their acts before a fair tribunal, they will realize changes need to be made to bring things back to the way the law demands they be and everyone will benefit.  
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
