If any deletions or redactions are necessary consequent to the record keeping methods of the Department, those costs shall be born by the department.  I will consider any request for a deposit or other funds prior to providing access not accompanied by a direct authorization of the State Comptroller, as a deliberate attempt to chill my access to the records sought.  

You will notify me of the following:

1. Any costs incurred by compliance with this request prior to incurance of same and the State Controller’s specific authorization for said costs;

2. Any data redacted or otherwise excluded from the records requested and the specific authorization for same;

3. Any request for an opinion from the Attorney General or State Controller;

4. A time and place where this inspection can take place.

Be advised, although it is a common practice to routinely refuse direct and immediate access to records under the guise of seeking advise of counsel, such practice has been prohibited by law as laid out in opinions of the Attorney General.  I will consider any unnecessary delay as a deliberate violation of the Open Government Act (Government Code 552) and as said act is not a civil statute but criminal, the Custodian of the Record should exercise care and discretion when dealing with this request.  

Your cooperation in this matter will be greatly appreciated.
