Dear Sir:

You are hereby directed to provide for my inspection and/or copying all records collected, assembled or maintained by your department to include the following:  

1. a complete listing of all records collected, assembled, maintained by, or within the constructive control or custodianship of the department, to include the nomenclature and/or naming conventions of all said records, sufficient to allow  requestor to accurately designate specify each record for the purposes of the Act, to include any and all of the following:  

A. any and all records collected, assembled or maintained by the department;

B. any and all records held by any other agency, department, or person which remain in the constructive control or possession of the department;

C. all reports, statistical compilations, or quires designed to extract data from and any all electronic databases maintained or accessed by the department;

D. a description of the department's organizational structure, 

(1) specific designations of all departments,

(2) a description of the specific function and duties of each, and 

(3) the name of the supervisor of each department listed.  

(4) the methods by which the public may obtain information, submit information or requests, or obtain decisions;

E. a clear and unambiguous statement of the general course and method by which an agency's functions are channeled and determined, including the nature and requirements of all formal and informal policies and procedures;

F. all rules of procedure, and description of forms available or the places at which forms may be obtained,

G. all substantive rules of general applicability adopted or issued by an agency as authorized by law, and a statement of general policy or interpretation of general applicability formulated and adopted by an agency;

H. each amendment, revision, or repeal of information described by the above;

I. any and all policy statements or interpretations that have been adopted or issued by the agency;

J. any and all administrative staff manuals and instructions to staff that may, in any way, affect a member of the public;

2. Any court order directing the department or an officer within the department to withhold from public inspection any category of public information described as open to inspection and not restricted by any provision of 552 Government Code. 
This request shall be construed as a request to examine actual physical documents collected, assembled, or maintained by the department and shall not be construed as a request for copies of same.  Requestor specifically demands direct physical access to the records kept by the department relevant to the instant request without regard to rather or not said records are originals or copies of originals, so long as they accurately reflect the content of the original records from which copies were made.  

You will notify me of the following:

1. Any costs incurred by compliance with this request prior to incurrence of same and the General Services Commission's specific authorization for said costs;

2. Any data redacted or otherwise excluded from the records requested and the specific authorization for same;

3. A time and place where this inspection can take place.

In the event the department has a question as to the availability of any record requested and the department has performed a due diligent search of existing determinations without resolution and decides to request a determination from the attorney general, it is specifically requested that requestor be promptly notified and copied any such request for an attorney general opinion that requestor may have timely opportunity to brief the general.  Requestor shall consider any delay subject to a request for an opinion when there are pre-existing determinations as an attempt to chill requestors access to said records for delay's sake and a violation of the act.  

Requestor reminds the department that 552 Government Code is not a civil statute, but rather, a criminal statute and any violation of the act constitutes OFFICIAL MISCONDUCT as defined by the act.  Any such violation intended to harm requestor by delay or denying requestor of the records sought shall be considered a violation of same specified as a state jail felony by Article 39.02 Texas Penal Code.  

Requestor specifically apologizes for any wording in this document that may have the appearance of being impolite or threatening as such in not the intent of requestor.  It is the specific intent of requestor that no unnecessary difficulty arise from the presentation of this request and any perceived lack of civility on the part of the requestor is merely an earnest attempt to avoid legal complications often brought on by attorneys sharp practice.  Therefore, be advised, when seeking legal advise from prosecuting attorneys, they often have an interest in the records you keep and may well render legal advise more in tune with their personal objectives than your substantive duties and responsibilities.  In the event you are rendered wrongful advise by prosecutors, they will quickly disavow any responsibility for the acts they advise you to take.
