Dear Mr. Shannon: 

I have been relieved of duty and prevented from pursing my vocation.  The fact that I am being paid for this time on suspended duty reduces but does not relieve the hardship.  

I asked you for the specific complaints against me.  In the letter directed to you, signed by Chief Hoskins and dated October 30, 2000, it states: 

I have received from Texas Ranger Lane Aiken a report and complaint regarding the conduct of Officer Robert Davis of the Decatur Police Department.  

By this letter you state that I have been sent the complaint/s.  Perhaps you have been misinformed.  I have received a copy of a statement by Lane Akin.  I have received no complaint.  


Art. 15.04. Complaint

The affidavit made before the magistrate or district or county attorney is called a "complaint" if it charges the commission of an offense.

I would remind you that this is no informal procedure.  You have denied me in the performance of my chosen profession to the detriment of my credible good name.  In the due course of civility and good faith I would expect sufficient cause on your part before subjecting someone of my years of service to such an extended administrative suspension.  Not only do I expect you to have good cause, I demand the substance of that cause in the form of the complaint received by Chief Hoskins from Lane Akin as referenced above.  

In the even you elect to pursue the apparent allegations against me, I will expect sufficient time to prepare a thorough statement.  In order that I may adequately defend myself, as this is a civil matter, in order to avoid the injustice of surprise, I do, by this document, specifically request all information that has been or will be developed by the investigator hired by the City that may be in any way be used in the process of said hearing.
