Baugh and Fox Outline

1. Baugh Arrested 7th April 2008

a. Officer approached Baugh while Baugh standing in parking lot next to church

b. Officer alleged Baugh was a suspicious person but was unable to articulate specific cause for a Terry stop

c. Claimed there were a number of break-ins in area but failed to stipulate

d. House of Israel Church was well-known to local police 
e. House of Israel Church buying property local restaurant owner wanted for parking lot

f. Officer Demanded that Baugh identify himself without articulatable probable cause

g. When Baugh objected officer became oppressive

h. Arrested Baugh for failure to identify without probable cause to believe Baugh had committed any crime

i. Took Baugh directly to jail having made no due diligent effort to locate a magistrate

(b) denied Baugh opportunity to confront witness against him

(c) opportunity to present exculpatory evidence

d) Magistrate failed to 

(a) Certify testimony

(b) Prepare a magistrates order

(c) Prepare a warrant 

e) Advised Baugh of bail already set (see Art 17.05 tccp)

2. Complaints for April 7th arrest

a. Aggravated kidnapping (violated 14.06 tccp)

b. Aggravated assault(trespass ab  initio)

c. Culpability for acts of others
3. Causes of action April 7th arrest

a. False Arrest(violate 14.06 tccp as matter of policy)
b. Assault by offensive touching(offensive touching while displaying deadly weapon)
c. Transport in motorized equipment(took to jail instead of to magistrate)
d. Official Oppression by jailers for

1) Secret from magistrate(made no effort to locate magistrate)
2) Subject to booking procedure(oppressive and degrading)
3) Deny access to examining trial(held trial while imprisoning petitioner  see Rothgen v Gullispi County)
4. Hearing set for 18th of April 2008

5. Motion to quash complaint filed 14th April 2008

6. On April 18 2008, matter continued from to 14th May 2008

7. Baugh filed Suit 8th May 2008 

8. Made demand for speedy trial 14th May 2008

9. Appeared 14th May 2008 and

a.  matter continued to July 9th, 2008 over objections of Baugh

b. Stalked by Daniel and Page after leaving courtroom

c. Detective Cearley called Baugh at 2:45PM on May 15, 2008, informing Baugh Daniel wanted to drop the failure to identify charge

d. Baugh noticed Daniel of emanate return to Missouri by letter mailed on May 15, 08 with departure date of May 21, 2008

e. Baugh, by letter mailed on 15 May 2008, scheduled an appointment with Jim Johns for 23 May 2008 

f. Daniel called Johns in Missouri on May 15, 2008 and lied to Johns in order to get Johns to agree to initiate extradition proceedings

10. Forced entry on 15 May 2008 at approximately 6:00PM

a. Jacksonville Police forcibly entered building through dental clinic to arrest Baugh who was in office in far end of 75’ X 100’ building, two suits away.
b. Statement of cause for warrant falsely claimed police had a felony warrant for Baugh from Missouri when no such warrant ever existed
c. Jacksonville police made an improper search of entire premises (three separate postal addresses of building)

1) Opened cabinet in dental clinic Officer Franklin knew was not a closet but a shallow cabinet containing antibiotics once used in the then closed dental clinic

2) Took some antibiotics and left others as excuse for second forced entry as media stunt
d. Towed legally titled, registered, and insured vehicle belonging to Baugh from private property

e. Took Baugh directly to jail having made no due diligent effort to locate a magistrate

a. Rendered Baugh to jailers who

i. made no attempt to locate a magistrate

ii. subjected Baugh to punishment with no charges filed

iii. secreted Baugh from magistrate

iv. held ex parte communications with magistrate

1. presented evidence to magistrate in ex parte examining trial

2. forcibly prevented Baugh from attending examining trial where liberty interest of Baugh was determined

3. denied Baugh 

a. an attorney at hearing where liberty interest of Baugh was determined by magistrate

b. denied Baugh opportunity to confront witness against him

c. opportunity to present exculpatory evidence

4. Magistrate failed to 

a. Certify testimony

b. Prepare a magistrates order

c. Prepare a Texas warrant or procure Missouri warrant 

f. Baugh held over 300 days with no warrant from Missouri, and no warrant from Texas

g. While in jail, Baugh filed second federal complaint against Jacksonville Police, the city attorney, municipal judge Menefee, County Judge Fletcher, and later joining Phifer, Beckworth, and Lemaire as defendants

11. 22nd May 2008 forced entry and arrest of Fox for alleged misdemeanor possession of drugs consisting of ordinary dental medications found in dental clinic

a. Intended to murder Fox

b. Presence of female witness thwarted plan to murder

c. Took Fox directly to jail having made no due diligent effort to locate a magistrate

d. Rendered Fox to jailers who

1) made no attempt to locate a magistrate

2) subjected Fox to punishment with no charges filed

3) secreted Fox from magistrate

4) held ex parte communications with magistrate

a) presented evidence to magistrate in ex parte examining trial

b) forcibly prevented Fox from attending examining trial where liberty interest of Fox was determined

c) denied Fox 

a. an attorney at hearing where liberty interest of Fox was determined by magistrate

b. denied Fox opportunity to confront witness against him

c. opportunity to present exculpatory evidence

d) Magistrate failed to 

a. Certify testimony

b. Prepare a magistrates order

c. Prepare a warrant 

12. 11th June 2008 arrest for unauthorized practice of law

a. This time police knocked on correct door 
b. Robert answered and was arrested 

c. Never showed warrant 

d. Magistrated late in same day as arrest

e. Conley  did hearing(find out who he is)

13. July 8th, 2008 Baugh timely noticed municipal court from jail he was not waiving right to speedy trial as city attorney and municipal court failed to bring Baugh to trial on the failure to identify charge in a timely manner
14. Fox filed numerous officials criminal complaints against numerous official on 23rd November 2008

15. Fox arrested for alleged barratry when he appeared at court 3rd December 2008

a. Fox, not being licensed, could not possibly violate statute

b. Warrant issued by Fletcher who had criminal complaints against him by Fox

c. Arrested in front of Fletcher, who issued warrant and denied examining trial

d. Fletcher authorized taking of Fox to foreign jurisdiction by Jacksonville Police

e. Fox assaulted by Jacksonville Police

16. Fox arrested on Menefee warrant on 23rd January 2009, court appearance

a. Charged with tampering for conclusions in tort notice letter

b. Menefee issued warrant

c. Refused to hold examining trial

d. Remanded Fox to Jacksonville Police custody on felony charge

e. Fox taken to foreign jurisdiction and assaulted by Jacksonville police

f. Fox unable to bond out and held for 124 days
17. Baugh unconditionally discharged without being extradited on 15 February 2009

18. City attorney resurrected failure to identify charge against Baugh on prompting of Lance Vincent, attorney for defendants in Baugh’s first federal civil suit and scheduled a hearing for March 11, 2009 to avoid losing suit

19. Baugh appeared on March 11, 2009 and speedy trial claim was denied, case set for trial on March 25th, 2009

20. Fox appeared in court on March 23, 09, demanded Fletcher disqualify himself

21. Kelton filed complaints against officials with grand jury March 23, 09
22. Joe Evans filed complaint against Kelton March 23, 09

a. Charged Kelton with operating an investigating business

b. Caldwell prepared information

c. Fletcher issued warrant and summons

23. Baugh arrested 25th March 2009 after appearing in municipal court on failure to identify charge for filing criminal charges against Jacksonville police
a. case rescheduled for trial on April 29th, 2009. 

24. Baugh accused of tampering with a government document for filing a criminal complaint alleging crimes by Menefee and police   Acts in retaliation for Baugh’s testimony 
25. Baugh no billed by grand jury and released 28th April 2009
26. Trial conducted on failure to identify on April 29th, 2009 and Baugh found guilty by Judge Dan Connelly
a. Threatened by Daniel

b. Taunted by Page

27. Jason Price and City official denied Baugh access to work in building and use of private property demanding certificate of occupancy
28. Barratry against Fox dropped 
29. Hearing conducted and bond for Fox reduced to $10,000.00 by Phifer
30. Grand jury sent complaints back to Kelton as claimed by Beckworth

a. Beckworth said Kelton could not waste time of gj

b. Claimed foreman rejected complaints

c. Beckworth tampered with gj
