GRAND JURY STATEMENT IN SUPPORT OF COMPLAINTS AGAINST 

Jacqueline Nunez Haidalgo, hereinafter referred to as “Defendant” was arrested on the 16th day of August, 2005.  Defendant has been conteniously held in the Harris County Jail from that day until the date of this document.  This period of incarceration is far in excess of the amount of time allowed by law as clearly stipulated by Article 17.151 Texas Code of Criminal Procedure.  

Art. 17.151. RELEASE BECAUSE OF DELAY.  

Sec. 1.  A defendant who is detained in jail pending trial of an accusation against him must be released either on personal bond or by reducing the amount of bail required, if the state is not ready for trial of the criminal action for which he is being detained within:

(1) 90 days from the commencement of his detention if he is accused of a felony;

You will note, the article does not confer this as a right of the accused, but rather, as a duty imposed on the State.
