I, His Excellency, the most High and Exhaulted, Robert Fox  , being duly sworn, do state upon my oath that I have personal knowledge I have good reason to believe and do believe based upon the following information: 

On the _____ of April 2007, Complainant was at the ____________ court for the purpose of observing a trial being had there.  At one point the prosecutor told the judge that I had federal warrants for my arrest.  Consequently, the judge directed Bailiff Evans to take me into custody.  The allegation of existing federal warrants was patently false and I was thereby taken into custody without legal authority and held while federal marshals were called who confirmed that there were no warrants for my arrest.  

Of all people who should follow law, it is the one's sworn to uphold and enforce same.  As a citizen, I should be able to walk into any court of policing facility and have no fear of any criminal wrong-doing especially from those charged with preventing same.  For a prosecuting attorney to make such unfounded allegations for the sole purpose of denying me in my right to attend a public hearing is outrageous.  How can we expect anyone to follow law in these circumstances.  

Olmstead v U.S., 227 U.S. 435, (1928) which states, “Decency, security and liberty alike demand that government officials shall be subjected to the same rules of conduct that are commands to the citizen.  In a government of laws, existence of the government will be imperiled if it fails to observe the law scrupulously.  Our government is the potent, the omnipresent teacher.  For good or ill, it teaches the whole people by its example.  Crime is contagious.  If the government becomes a lawbreaker, it breeds contempt for the law; it invites every man to become a law unto himself; it invites anarchy.  To declare that in the administration of the criminal law the end justifies the means … would bring terrible retribution. Against that pernicious doctrine this court should resolutely set its face.  U.S. Supreme Court Justice Louis D. Brandeis
The above is a very famous quote and often touted as addressing the foundation of our legal system.  If we are to have law, our officials must follow law.  If our law is to be protected, we must protect it, even from our own official, especially from our officials.

“It is not the function of our Government to keep the citizen from falling into error; it is the function of the citizen to keep the Government from falling into error”. American Communications Assn. v Douds, 339 U.S. 382, 442-443, which states,
