 they would have to do a lot of things that seemed unnecessary and invasive and I told him that he didn’t have to do all those things that the only thing people had to do was die, or something to that effect.  It was in no way intended as a threat and Mr. Tow gave no indication that he considered it a threat.  

In the end, it was so insignificant, I paid little attention.
